Bylaws of the AGU Hydrology Section

Article 1. Name

The name of this organization shall be the HydrplSgction of the American Geophysical
Union.

Article 2. Objectives

To promote the aims and activities of the AmeriGaophysical Union within the field of
hydrology and water resources including:

a. To promote the scientific study of hydrology andevaesources and to make the results
of such studies available to the public by
1. scientific discussion, publication, and other dmssetion of information, and
2. by sponsorship of scientific and technical symposiéioquia, and meetings.
b. To initiate and participate in hydrologic and watesource research programs including
those which depend upon international cooperation.
c. To promote cooperation among those scientific degdions whose objectives include
furtherance of knowledge in the hydrologic and wa¢source disciplines.

Article 3. Membership

a. Types of members are as defined in Article 2 oflineon Bylaws.

b. Members of the Section shall be all classificatioh&nion members who indicate an
interest in affiliation with this Section.

c. A Union member who becomes an inactive memberefihion shall also become an
inactive member of the Section.

d. Any member of the Section who ceases to be a meailkee Union shall also cease to
be a member of the Section.

e. All Section members who are classified under Agti2) Sections a, b, or ¢, of the Union
Statutes are eligible to hold office in the Section

Article 4. Administration and Officers' Duties

a. Officers — The officers of the Section shall beradtdent, a President-Elect, and a
Secretary, and they shall constitute the Execi8iviecommittee of the Section. The
officers shall be members under Article 2, Sectianis, or c, of the Union Statutes.

b. Term of Office — The Section officers shall serveva-year term, without honorarium,
coincident with the term of the Union Officers. T&ecretary's term shall be renewable
to provide continuity. The President shall not beilele for reelection for at least two
years. If any office becomes vacant, the Execufismmittee of the Section shall
designate a successor to complete the term. Offaesignated by the Executive
Committee can not hold office, without electionytwed the term of their predecessor.



c. Executive Committee — The Section shall have arcitkee Committee which shall
consist of the Executive Subcommittee, the mosinePast President of the Section (if
available), the Hydrology Section Chairs for thd Feeeting, the Editor-in-Chief of
Water Resources Research, one Liaison member,ranstodent representative. The
Liaison and student members shall be appointetidBection President with the
recommendation and approval of the remainder oEttexutive Subcommittee for a one-
year term.

d. Duties of the President — The President shall geeat meetings of the Section and of
the Executive Committee. The President shall agpoembers to Section committees
and task groups and have the power to withdrawiappents made while in office or by
previous Presidents, subject to approval of thecktwee Committee. The President shall
be an ex-officio member of all Section task groapsommittees. The President shall be
a voting member of the Union Council and shallratdteor appoint an alternate to attend
and vote, at all Council meetings and also whemsgary to appoint an alternate to vote
in place of the President-Elect if such officeursble to attend the Council meeting.

e. Duties of the President-Elect — The President-Edball assume the duties and powers
of the President, at the request of the Presideintthe absence or incapacity of the
President. The President-Elect shall be a votingnbsz of the Union Council and should
attend all Council meetings. The President-Eleatl $tave such other powers and duties
as may be assigned by the President. The Prediderttshall succeed the President at
the end of the President's term of office.

f. Duties of the Secretary — The Secretary shall peefiee official minutes of all meetings
of the Section and of the Executive Committee armhst a brief report of such meetings
for publication inEos; as appropriate. The Secretary shall handle akige
correspondence of the Section; maintain and dig&iban accurate list of task group and
committee members, addresses, and year of appeiptiegue notice of all Section and
Executive Committee meetings; conduct letter bsifot the Section; receive and
disperse Section funds as authorized by the Exec@ommittee of the Section and
Council of the Union; in the absence of a desighatternate, the Secretary shall
represent the absent President at meetings ofdbadi (or the President-Elect, if not
serving for the President); and perform such otlties as may be delegated by the
Section President. The Secretary shall also sentaeeditorial board of the Water
Resources Monographs. The Section Secretary is ambouraged to seek re-election.

Article 5. Nomination and Election of Section Offiers

a. Nominations — At least six months before the gelneesction, an ad hoc Nominations
Committee composed of at least three Section mesnbleall be appointed by the
Section President subject to the approval of thecktive Subcommittee. One member of
the Nominations Committee shall be the most rePast President of the Section (if
available), who will serve as Chair. The Nominati@ommittee shall submit to the
Section President a slate of at least two nomifeabe office of Section President-Elect,
and at least two nominees for the office of Sec8enretary.

b. Elections — The general election shall take placketier ballot at the end of the 30-day
notification period. A majority of the votes cakial be necessary for election to an
office. The term of office for all officers shalebin on July 1 following the elections.



Any Section Officer may be removed for non perfonegof duties by an affirmative
vote of 70 percent of the Section Executive Conemitt

Article 6. Divisions, Committees, and Task Groups

a. Committees — The Section will have four permanésnding committees:

1. The Hydrologic Sciences Award Committee

The award is to be given for an outstanding coutidm to the Science of
Hydrology. All contributions made over a career banconsidered but more
weight should be given to the last five years. hetribution may be:

1. asingle outstanding paper published in any journal

2. aseries of papers which, taken together, defineuéstanding
contribution;

3. aservice to the science which makes an outstamdingibution e.g., an
outstanding meeting leading to a change in thenseie

4. any other contribution which the nominations contegtconsiders worthy.

Procedure: The Committee will make a recommendation to thetiSe President
as to the Awardee. The Section President with dimewrrence of the Executive
Subcommittee will have a veto power, and may retumprecommendation to the
Committee for further consideration.

The Award cannot be given more than once in ealemdar year. The Award can
be passed over in any calendar year should the Giteeror the Executive
Subcommittee deem no one is eligible.

Nominations: Nominations for the Award will be accepted frony anember of
AGU. They must be accompanied by a written statémvlich provides the basis
for nomination.

Eligibility: Any member of the scientific community is eligilite the Award.
However, no one individual may receive the Awardentan once.

Committee Membership: The Committee will consist of five members each of

whom will have a tenure of three years. MembershaVe overlapping terms to
provide continuity to the Committee. The Sectioaditent, with the approval of
the Executive Subcommittee, will select membergHercommittee.

2. The Hydrologic Sciences Early Career Award Committe
The award is to be given for an outstanding coutidm to the science of

Hydrology by an early career scientist. The awabgnizes that the awardee’s
research, educational, or other accomplishmentkeosocietal impact of his or



her work, are outstanding for a scientist at hie@rcareer stage, and
acknowledges that the awardee shows exceptionalipecof continued
contributions to the hydrological sciences.

Procedure: The Committee will make a recommendation to thetiSe President
as to the Awardee. The Section President with tdmewurrence of the Executive
Subcommittee will have a veto power, and may retumprecommendation to the
Committee for further consideration. The SectioasRient will notify the
awardee of his or her selection.

The Award cannot be given more than once in ealemdar year. The Award can
be passed over in any calendar year should the Giteeror the Executive
Subcommittee deem no one is eligible.

Nominations. Nominations for the Award will be accepted fronyanember of
AGU. Nominations should consist of a nominationeetthe candidate’s two-
page curriculum vitae, a list of publications ugw® pages long, and up to three
letters of support. Nominations will carry-oveorin one year to the next for 3
consecutive years or until the nominee is no lomgjgible for the award.
Nominators are strongly encouraged to update th@madion package if a
nomination carries over. Nominations should be sethe committee chair.

Eligibility: Nominees must be members of AGU and must be wilyiears of
receiving their Ph.D. on the first day of the ygawhich the award is to be made
(e.g. on or after 1 January 2005 for the 2011 ayaPdrental leave, if provided
by the candidate’s institution and taken by the me® during this 6-year period,
can extend the six year period. No one individnay receive the Award more
than once.

Committee Membership: The Committee will consist of five members each of
whom will have a tenure of three years. MemberhaVe overlapping terms to
provide continuity to the Committee. The Sectioaditent, with the approval of
the Executive Subcommittee, will select membergtiercommittee. Committee
members will be selected to span a range of céeeels, but the majority should
be mid-career hydrologists at the time of appoimtime

. The Horton Student Research Grant Committee

In accordance with the terms of the late RobeH&ton's bequest to the AGU,
the Horton Fund is to be used for the furtherarideydrologic science. The
Committee will evaluate proposals and make reconaaigons to the Section
President relative to expenditures from the incarftae Horton Fund. Policy on
types of grants shall be authorized by the Exeeuflommittee. The Committee
has been authorized by the Section Executive Caieenid seek and evaluate
proposals for small grants to support researchragiuiate students in hydrology
and water resources.



The Section President and the Executive Subconeniti#, if they concur with
the Committee recommendations, see that the avaaedsrepared by the AGU
staff and publicized ifos.

The Chair at the Committee shall schedule and coatelthe business of the
Committee with the AGU staff and the Presidenthef $ection so that the
selection of the awardee can be finalized at lieastweeks prior to the AGU
Meeting where the awards will be presented.

Eligibility: Any student member of the AGU is eligible to rereed Horton Grant
for aid in hydrologic research.

Committee Membership: The Committee shall consist of five members edch o
whom shall have a tenure of three years. Membdrfiae overlapping terms to
provide continuity to the Committee. The Sectioaditent, with the approval of
the Executive Subcommittee, will select membergHercommittee.

. The Fellows Nominating Committee

The Committee shall consist of the President-Edéthe Section (Chair), and
four members with terms of three years. All arbecappointed by the President
of the Section, with approval of the Executive Suhmittee. Preference shall be
given to current Fellows.

The Fellows Nominating Committee is to select afiguhe permissible number
of AGU members who, "for acknowledged eminenceoimes branch of
geophysics," shall be the nominees of the Sectictheg AGU Committee on
Fellows. The names of these nominees shall bedaelitdential.

The Chair of the Committee shall schedule and doatd the business of the
Committee with the Chair of the AGU Committee ofidves so as not to impede
the business of the Union Committee.

. The Langbein Lecture Award Committee

The Walter B. Langbein Lecture is the named lectdithe Hydrology Section. It
was established in accordance with the guidelioestch lectures, approved by
the AGU Executive Committee at its March 12, 19%eting. The Lectureship is
to be awarded for lifetime contributions to theibaience of hydrology and/or
unselfish service promoting cooperation in hydralagsearch. Additional
considerations may be the candidate's renownedaér and/or as an educator.

Procedure: The Committee will make its recommendation ofiitst choice of the
Langbein Lecture Awardee and of a runner-up (ire ¢he first choice declines)
to the Section President. The Section Presidehtthvé concurrence of the



Executive Subcommittee may accept or return angmeeendation to the
Committee for further consideration.

The Lecture is to be presented once in each calgeda. The Lecture can be
passed over in any year should the Committee dExieeutive Subcommittee be
unable to find an eligible candidate. The Awardaenhtonsent to present the
Lecture. If both the first choice and the runnerdagline, the lecture will be
passed over for that year.

Eligibility: Any member of the AGU may be awarded the Langhettureship.
No individual may receive the award more than once.

Nominations. Nominations will be accepted from any member ef AGGU.

Committee Membership: The Committee will consist of five members, eath o
whom shall have a tenure of three years. Membdliaie overlapping terms to
ensure continuity. The Section President, withaperoval of the Executive
Subcommittee, will select members for the committee

6. Technical Committees

In addition to the above three Committees, thei@echay have other
administrative and technical committees. Establistinof committees or
discontinuance of existing committees is by actibthe Section President,
subject to the approval of the Section's Execufisenmittee. Each such
committee shall have a Chair and a Deputy Chaioiapgd by the President.
Committee membership should be distributed so asdaa geographical,
organizational or other bias. The term of officeabbfcommittee chairs shall not
extend beyond the term of office of the appoinftrgsident, but committee
chairs may be reappointed by the incoming President

Task Groups: Special task groups may be appointedeoPresident to undertake
particular projects of limited duration. The terfrappointment normally should
not extend beyond that of the President but thia teay be extended if necessary
to bring the project to completion.

b. Subcommittees — The Section will have four permastanding subcommittees:
1. Liaison Subcommittee

This committee will help with coordination betwettie Hydrology Section and
relevant government agencies and professional agi@mns. The chair of the
subcommittee will serve on the Executive Commitides chair will rotate each
year. The subcommittee will meet at least onceypar at an AGU annual
meeting. The committee will include liaison reprasgives from AWRA,
CUAHSI, IAHS, NASA, NOAA, NRC, NSF, USGS, and otker



2. Technical Committee Chairs Subcommittee

This subcommittee will help facilitate meeting ptémg and science activities that
support the section membership. The subcommitteebees are the chairs of the
Hydrology Section Technical Committees. The Hydggi&ection Secretary will
chair the committee. The committee will meet atAli&J annual meetings.

3. Awards Subcommittee

This committee will promote and coordinate the hreramd awards activities of
the section. The subcommittee will include the &haf the Fellows Committee,
the Hydrology Section Award Committee, the Langhessture Committee, the
Horton Student Research Grant Committee, the AdMwuinating Committee,
and the Outstanding Student Paper Award Committee Hydrology Section
President-Elect, who serves at the chair of theowsl Committee, will chair the
Awards Subcommittee. The subcommittee will meétadt once per year an
AGU annual meeting.

4. Student Subcommittee

This committee with promote and facilitate studemblvement in AGU and the
Hydrology Section's activities. The chair of thé&sommittee will serve on the
Executive Committee. The chair will rotate eachry@de members of the
subcommittee shall consist of members appointetthdysection President based
on nominations from the Technical Committee chairs.

Article 7. Meetings

a. The Section may hold as many Section meetingsxeclive Committee meetings, and
at such locations, as may be deemed desirablestitbécutive Committee, including
meeting via electronic means (conference callsely-based conferences). The
Executive Committee shall meet at least once agtelie AGU annual meeting and all
meetings shall be open to the members (in the efezlectronic meetings, not less than
one weeks’ notification shall be provided to thenmbership). The chairs of Hydrology
Section Committees, and Liaison representatives fielated professional societies,
should be encouraged to attend the Executive Camarileetings.

b. Written minutes shall be prepared for each Sectommittee, and task group meeting
and copies shall be distributed to the Union's Garfgecretary and to Section committee,
or task group members, respectively.

c. A quorum for all business meetings shall be thassgnt at the meeting. A quorum for
the Executive Committee and other committee arkddgesup meetings shall be one-third
of the total membership of these committees or gmskps.

d. Fall Program Committee. The Fall Program Commiteesponsible for all phases of
the program contributed by the Hydrology Sectiés Qhair is the chief point of contact
between theiSection members and the Union Meeting Committeef®dU staff. With
this responsibility goes the authority to acceptepect papers and to assemble sessions



which in their judgment best fit the needs of tleet®n. The Program Committee may
authorize special sessions and delegate the oeganmaf these special sessions to other
individuals. The Program Committee is appointedhgySection President, with approval
of the Executive Subcommittee. The Program Conemithembers also serve as
members of the Union Fall Program Committee, andtrba approved by the Union
President.

The Program Committee works with the Technical Cattee Chairs to prepare
descriptive material for the special sessions tpui#ished in the Call for Papers prior to
the meeting. It works with the organizers of the@al sessions and with the contributed
abstracts to compose the overall program for #ession. Each accepted abstract must
be scheduled in the Section program or transféoeshother Section. The overall
program must fit the guidelines on facilities whiehl be supplied by the AGU Meetings
Chair (i.e. it may be necessary for the Program @itee to juggle and reallocate both
space and time by a judicious use of poster sessspecial sessions, and parallel
sessions). The Program Committee will attend th@tRrogram Chairs' meeting which
occurs approximately three weeks after the absti@atlline and at which the room
assignments and schedules for all sessions atdistl. The Program Committes|
select session chairs for each of the sessionsvdinabtain the agreement to serve from
each of the designated sessions' Chairs. The Pnogaanmittee will also work with the
publicity agency selected by AGU and provide infation including write-ups on
particularly newsworthy papers.

e. Special session organizers — Special session agyaninay be designated by the
Program. Their function is to arrange for specgsssons of invited or contributed papers
based on a unifying theme. These sessions useaslljtifrom the activities of the Section
Technical Committees and may or may not be co-sped<y other sections of the
Union. Special session organizers must coordirnaie activities with the Program
Committee Chair since the Section contact to AGléting planning is through the
Union Program Chairs. Organizers of special sessiaust ensure that the abstracts for
their sessions are submitted to AGU Headquartdsdéhe deadline. Prior to the Union
Program Chairs' meeting the special session orgemimust provide the Program
Committee Chair with a list of the authors ance#tlthe time allocated for each paper,
and the name and mailing address of the individir has agreed to chair the session.
The session organizers shall see that suitableumgements are sent in a timely manner.

f. Session Chairs — The primary duty of all SessionifGhs to see that the published
schedule is followed. The starting time of eachepagpill appear in the program, and
Session Chairs will be provided with a timer. S@s<Thairs may use any humane means
necessary to stop a speaker who has exceededstgpegbktime. Further details are
provided each Session Chair by the Program Chair.

Article 8. Publications

The Section may publish a newsletter and othergtefinterest. The type of publication and the
means of financing same shall be approved by therlinExecutive Committee.



Article 9. Bylaws Amendments

Any member of the Section may propose to the Exes@ommittee an amendment to the
Bylaws. Such a proposal shall be considered by#ation's Executive Committee at its next
regular meeting and when approved, forwarded taJthien's Bylaws Committee. Upon
approval of the Section Executive Committee and_thimn Bylaws Committee, the Bylaws
shall be submitted to the AGU Council for final apyal. In case of conflict with the Statutes
and Bylaws of the Union, the Union takes precedeaves the Section.

Article 10. Parliamentary Authority
Robert's Rules of Order shall be followed excepitasrwise specified in these Bylaws.
